The children will be fortunate enough to watch the
life cycle of a butterﬂy and a duc/eling from their own classrooms, maleing observations
and writing about the changes.

Durlng the topic, the children will ex,olore information books about minibeasts and write
their own facts. 7710,3 will alsoc become storytellers when they learn The Hungry
Caterplllar story. In our maths lessons, the children will be practising their counting
skills: on and back to 20, learru‘ng about odd and even numbers, adding by combming
two groups and sharlng.
