YEAR TWO TOPIC NEWSLETTER
Autumn 1 Term 2025

Globetrotters (5 weeks)

This is our exciting geagraphy topic where the children learn about the world's seven continents,
speciflcally the continent of Africa, and where the children will have the opportunity to compare an
African w’llage with Canford Heath. We will look at similarities and differences between various
things such as culture, the weather, location and food.

In literacy, we will study the story of Lila and the Secret of Rain’, written by David Conway, which

is set in Kenya. The children will gain an understandmg of different cultures and ways of life in

another country. 7710.31 will then write a non—chronological report, a diary and another story based
on the story of Lila and the Secret of the Rain’ using Talk L Writzng’ strategies.

In maths, the children will continue to learn about place value, as well as strato,g[es for addition
and subtraction using concrete, plctorlal and abstract methods.

In geography, the children will practise their map readéng skills bH going on a walk around the local
area, lao/eing for human and physicalfeatures. We will also organise a trip to Poole Quay to
comlolete The Cockle Trail Walk', where the children will learn lots about the history of Poole and the
famous pirate, Harrg Payo..

In science, the children will be learnmg about habitats and how certain animals are suited to their
habitats. In addition to leammg about livmg théngs and their basic needs, the children will learn
about what is alive; what was once alive but is now dead and what has never been alive.

Home Leaming Acti\rity

For the children’s home leamlng, we would like them to create their own micro-habitat using an old

shoe box. There are some great ideas Lf you look online ... goad luck!
