Organlsatlon for drqp'plng off and collecting

When drcrloplng your child to school in the morning, the children will no langer use the Earlg Years'gate but will

enter school using the blg, green main gates on the front Iolayground. The Year One TAs will be present on the
ate and will be on the Iolayground directmg the children to the correct door in Year One. The children have

Ioractlsed Wal/emg from the gates to their new classroom to give them some experience of domg this. At home

time, you can collect your child from the Year One area at the far end of the playground. Squtrro,ls and
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Badgers will use Squtrrels’ classroom doors to exit, whilst Hedgehogs and Rabbits will be collected from the Year
One base doors.

Develo,ping as independent learners

In Year One, we will continue to develo,o the children’s L‘ndeloendent skills. As part of this development, the
children are given more respcmslbility for handlng in letters, homework and changing their read(ng books.
/ntttally, the class teachers and teachlng assistants will support the children in chec/etng their book bags for
letters and remlndmg them to change their books. After the first few weeks in Year One, we will then continue
to remind the children each day to check their own book bags for letters and remind them to do all of their

morning J‘obs.

Water bottles/ fruit

As in Early Years, the children should bring a labelled water bottle to school (ccmtammg water only please) in
addition to their lunchbox drink, if they bring a lunchbox. The children are able to drink their water
thraughaut the daH and can refill their bottle at playtlme and lunchtime. The children will also continue to
receive a free piece of fruit each daH.

Readlng at home

In Year One, we continue to encourage readmg at home as frequent y as posslble All children must read at
home at least three times a week and have this reaqu recorded in their reaqu record. The children will
brmg home their readmg record and a banded readmg book each day These books will be changed on a
/V\cmday and FrLdaH on H to hep devel O'Pf uency, as well as decodmg The children are rewarded for both
their readmg at home and in school. They will bring star stickers home on a Friday to show how many reads
were recorded for them throughout the week. Readmg at home is the most important t/u'ng that you can do to
he[p support your child’s language and llteracy development. If, for some reason, they have not read at home
at least three times that week and recorded it in their readlng record, then they will have a readmg
opportunity on Friday to ensure that this vital readmg practise takes place, If this continues, Iolease do expect
us to make contact with you as readmg at home is absolute[y vital to the children maleing gaod progress in
reading.

Spellings

We will not start our spellmg quizzes until later on in the year. However, Iolease do try and do some daily
recap of the phom‘cs sounds that your child has already learnt (these are in their readmg record and sound
books). Please also practise reading the trtcley words that were sent home in EXFS, and we will send home a
new Year One list in September.

Homework

Every Friday, we will electromcally send home a sheet that will explam what the children have been [eammg
throughaut the week. We will also set a maths task on Doodle Maths for the children to comlolete. This is linked to
the children’s maths leaming of that week. Please do support your child in cam,oleting this task. It can be com,oleted
as soon as it is set, but please do this by the followmg Thursday, at the latest.

Topic task

With every new toplc that we cover, we will send a hame—leammg project based on that toloic. In comloletmg

this task, we ask that you choose how your child would like to present it, so they can be as creative as they

like! The children will have the opportunity to share their home leammg with the class; put it up on dislolay for other
children in the year group to see, and they will also receive a certif&cate for comlo[etmg it.

Over the hcrlldays, it is essential to continue to encourage your child to read as much as Ioosslble, whether it's
around the environment, books, comics or magazines etc. In addition, your child can also practise their



mental maths skills, such as number bonds to 10, daubl[ng and halvlng numbers and addtng and subtracting
numbers.

We holoc, that this letter has given you a brief L’nstght into some of the Year One routines and home leamlng.
We look forward to seeing you at the Year One Welcome to Base' evening, which will take place on Wednesday
It \Tuly at 5pm. This will give you a more detailed overview of the leammg and Ioracedures in Year One. You
will also have the opportunity to see your child’s new classroom and meet their new class teacher. In the
meantime, if there is anythlng else you would like to know about Year One, Iolease do not hesitate to ask your
child’s current class teacher.
